TrackNet Media Director Visits RTIP
Marc Anderson, director of simulcast operations for TrackNet Media, spoke to students April 7 about the challenges of simulcast signal pricing. Anderson, alum of the RTIP, described the work TrackNet does as a “centralized simulcast department” for all of the tracks owned by Churchill Downs and MEC.  

Anderson works to negotiate and implement simulcast contracts for the 18 tracks under the TrackNet Media umbrella. The company maintains its high wagering standards of integrity by carefully analyzing each guest site application. This stringent process has caused controversy recently, but Anderson explained how the process works to set fair prices for host tracks.

“Not all simulcast signals are worth the same,” he said. “The standard rate of 3% is becoming anachronistic.”

He showed students how the handle is divided among stakeholders, and pointed out the discrepancy in revenue between off-track sites such as ADWs and tracks that hold live racing.

“Horse tracks may pay less (for the Tracknet signals) than other types of guest sites because the revenue helps support the horses,” he said.

Anderson also described an idea for a “clearinghouse” for settlements. The clearinghouse would speed up the settlement payment process by allowing tracks to put money into the account and allow other tracks to make withdrawals as necessary to pay down settlement debts.
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
